In Maths we will continue to practise our times tables knowledge and mental addition and subtraction skills.  We will also be doing lots of problem solving so the children can apply their growing skills.
Here are some ways you can support your child as they enter Year 4?
· Sit together and make a timetable to help them organise when they can do their homework. ( 5 reads, spellings to learn and times tables to practise)

· Practise using maths in everyday situations. For example: reading time, giving change in shops, working out how many apples are needed for everyone’s lunch boxes that week. 

· Help the children get into a routine of emptying book bags after school and collecting things they need for the next day.
